
Listening to audiobooks

There are thousands of books available online, from 
autobiographies to the latest crime thriller. What’s more, you 
can get them in audio format, meaning you can listen whenever 
you want. 

This guide will help you to learn how to download and listen to 
audiobooks via Google Play and Apple Books.

Before you start your listening 
experience, you will need to register 
an account with either Google Play 
or the Apple App Store through 
Apple ID or login if you already have 
an account set-up. 

Google Play 

1.	 Open the web browser

2.	 Select the address/search bar 

3.	� Type in play.google.com and press 
return/enter

4.	� Click on ‘sign up’. You can sign up 
using your Google account. If you 
don’t have one, you will need to 
create one by entering your name, 
email address and a password

	� Select ‘Next’ to create an account 
and agree to Google Play’s terms 
and conditions. Your account will 
then be set up and ready to go. 

Google Play also has an app (Google 
Play Books & Audiobooks) you can 
download via the Apple App Store or 
the Play Store, which means you can 
listen to audiobooks on the go.

Once the app is downloaded, you will 
be able to sign in or register using 
your Google account and listen to 
audiobooks on your device.

Apple Books 

Apple Books is only available on Apple 
devices. The app should be already 
installed on your device, however, if 
it isn’t, it can be downloaded for free 
from the App Store. 

To listen to audiobooks via Apple 
Books, you will need an Apple ID. 
To find out more about this, you can

1.	 Open the Books app 
 

2.	� Tap or click on the ‘Audiobooks’ 
section

3.	� Browse the books available, 
or search for a specific one by 
clicking ‘Search’ in the bottom 
right-hand corner

4.	� When you have found an 
audiobook that you are interested 
in, tap or click it

5.	� Once downloaded, the audiobook 
will then appear in your ‘Library’ 
(found at the bottom of the screen) 

Note, some audiobooks do cost 
money, in which case you will need  
to enter your payment details. You 
can always just search for free books 
if you’d prefer.

Other audiobook providers:

You can choose to join a subscription 
service to listen to some audiobooks. 
This will require adding your 
payment details. If you are unsure, 
double-check with your helper 
before sharing any banking 
information.

Listening to audiobooks on 
Google Play

1.	� When on the Google Play website 
or app, click on ‘Books’ from the 
menu at the top of the screen

2.	 Select ‘Audiobooks’

3.	� Browse the list or search for  
the audiobook that you want  
to listen to

4.	 Click play and enjoy! 

Some audiobooks come at a cost, 
in which case you will need to 
enter your payment details before 
listening. You can always just search 
for free books if you prefer.
